CITY OF ALEXANDRIA
HOMEOWNERSHIP ASSISTANCE
PROGRAMS

The Homeownership Assistance Program
(HAP} and Moderate Income Homeownership
Program (MIHP) are designed to assist low-
and moderate-income families in purchasing a
home located within the corporate limits of the
City of Alexandria.

Qualified applicants can receive assistance in the
form of a no-interest, 99-year deferred payment
loan for principal reduction, down payment
and/or closing cost assistance.

The assistance and income levels for each
program are described at right.

BASIC PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

* Applicants must not currently own a home or
have an ownership interest in a property.

» Applicants must have lived or worked within
the corporate limits of the City of Alexandria
for at least six months prior to application.

¢ Applicants mustbeU.5. citizens, or permanent
legal resident aliens, or non-permanent
resident aliens.

* Applicant’s net worth must be within current
Virginia Housing Development Authority
(VHDA) limits.

* The maximum sales price limit for the City's
program is $225,000. However, some first
trust loan programs may have lower limits
{e.g., certain VHDA loan programs curently
have sales price limits of $173,200 for new
construction and $171,800 for existing
housing). The City does not require the use of
any specific first trust loan program.

= All applicants must complete a Housing
Counseling Workshop.

Note: These requirements are not all inclusive. There
may be other requirements including these of your
lender.

property.

SPECIAL ASSISTANCE FOR
