Lenders and real estate professionals will be at the Fair to meet directly with potential homebuyers
on affordable housing options. Representatives from the City’s homeownership counseling
agency, Housing Counseling Services, will be available to pre-screen interested persons for the
City’s homeownership programs and schedule them for a pre-purchase orientation workshop. The
Fair will also feature seminars on the homebuying process, financing (including housing assistance
programs), and credit issues.

Fair attendees can apply for on-the-spot mortgage pre-qualifications and receive a response the
same day. Listings of affordable homes currently on the market will be available from local real
estate professionals. Free parking for participants is available in the school parking lots, and
overflow parking will be available at additional locations (see attached map).

We hope you will encourage your employees to take advantage of the wealth of information that
will be available at the City's Homeownership Fair.
