Park Authority, the Carlyle House, the Alexandria Historical Society, and the
Office of Historic Alexandria, will present a series of events commemorating the
250" anniversary of the French and Indian War; and

WHEREAS, from March 22 — April 17, 2005, the Carlyle House will
feature the exhibition -- George Washington Remembers: Reflections on the
French and Indian War, at the Carlyle House, 121 North Fairfax Street; and

WHEREAS, on April 9, 2005, 12-5 pm, the Carlyle House will invite the
public to attend the Reenactment of the Grandest Congress, the April 1755
meeting at the Carlyle House between Major General Edward Braddock and
five colonial governors to plan the British campaign against the French, at the
Carlyle House, 121 North Fairfax Street;
