WHEREAS, the Alexandria Commission on HIV and AIDS works to assure that the voice
of City residents living with HIV and AIDS is heard; and

WHEREAS, World AIDS Day is about wearing the Red Ribbon as a symbol of HIV and
AIDS awareness; and
