WHEREAS, being located within the Chesapeake Watershed area and adjacent to
the Potomac River, the treatment of water and sewage are an integral part of the health of
our citizens, the ecology along the Potomac River and the water quality of the Potomac
River; and

WHEREAS, the support and understanding of an informed citizenry are vital to the
efficient operation of public works systems and programs such as water, sewers, streets,
transit, and recycling;

21 through 27, 2006 as:
