WHEREAS, through the dedication and hard work of Wesley McCune and the students 
of the Orlf Ensemble, the group has been invited to perform at the Kennedy Center for the past 
four years and kave also recorded live in concert; and

that passion, love and dedication are truly the cornerstones of education; and
